Air Transport Statistics
One new category has been added – 
Domestic Airports. Please complete this
category according to your national 
specifications and confirm/update other
categories for 2014, using the following 
criteria provided by ICAO. 

International Airports - Any airport des-
ignated by the Contracting State in whose
territory it is situated as an airport of
entry and departure for international air
traffic, where the formalities incident to
customs, immigration, public health, 
animal and plant quarantine and similar
procedures are carried out. Must have an
international traffic of at least 10 traffic
units performed per year. 
InternationalPassengerTraffic-The
total number of international passen-
gers, on both scheduled and charter
services, at international airports 
located on the territory of your State. 

International Cargo Traffic - The total
volume of freight shipped to and from
international airports located on the
territory of your State. 
National Airlines with International
Services - Any duly registered and 
certificated air transport enterprise in
your State and that operates scheduled
or charter international air services to
any other State. Must have an interna-
tional traffic of at least 10 traffic units
performed per year.

Foreign Airlines - Any duly registered
and certificated air transport enterprise
from any other State and that operates
scheduled or charter international air
services to your State (for statistical
purposes, cabotage flights should be
considered as traffic performed in the
reporting State). Must have a total traf-
fic of at least 10 traffic units performed
per year in the reporting State.
